 WHAT IS SCRIP? 

A fund raiser for the school that everyone can participate in  
by shopping for groceries, gas & coffee with gift cards.  

 Gift cards are purchased by HFK at a discount and sold to you at face value. 
  (ie, $100 Safeway gift card is purchased by HFK for $96. Sold to you for $100. Profit $4/card sold.) 

 Great merchants who offer HFK discounts from 2%-10% of gift card value.  
 (ie, $100 in Safeway means $4 for HFK; $100 in Starbucks means $7 for HFK) 
 Gift cards available for a variety of grocery, gas and coffee merchants. 

 Scrip profits will benefit all school families by helping reduce tuition increases 

for the 2010 – 2011 school year. 
 

HOW DOES IT WORK? 

It’s So Easy! 

 Orders can be placed every Thursday, by 8:30a.m. via your Scrip envelope. 

 Scrip is then sent home the same day via your child’s backpack.  AND … 

 Onsite sales every Friday before and after 9:00 all-school Mass in the Narthex. 

 

WHAT DOES IT MEAN TO HFK?
